The COVID- 19 pandemic has posed an unprecedented
situation and new challenges for agricuitural education
being offered in various agricultural universities across the
country. In view of this, the ICAR has taken several
measures t0  ensure continuity in teaching — learning
process. As a part of these initiatives, ICAR has issued
advisories vide letter No. DO- 1/21/2020/ EQR- Edn dated
8™ May, 2020 during COVID — 19 pandemic. In order to
compliance of above advisories and considering the
prevailing situation in the University, the following
agenda items are submitted for consideration in the 75"
Acade nic Council Special Meeting scheduled to be
held on 30-5-2020 at 04:00 P.M. in the University through
Video Conferencing /Zoom App.
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1.  Curricula delivery through E-learning

The current situation necessitates the dependence of online
learning mode. The students are connected through various
online tools for their classes, assignments and other related
activities. The necessary steps have been taken in the
universitv to create such learning resources and encourage
the studecnts to avail such online courses. The lecture notes,
Power Point Presentation, modules and online study
materials are being provided to students through e-mail,
website, WhatsApp group, Google classroom etc. Even
after posting the lecture material online, teachers are also
maintaining communication with the students and discuss
course materials with them on a regular basis. The soft
copies of practical manuals developed with ICAR support
are also being shared with the students. All the users have
been informed to access the available e-resources under
Consortium for e-resources in Agriculture (CeRA}.

2 Rescheduling of Academic Session 2020-21
Considering Lockdown situation, it is proposed subject to
the prevailing conditions, to forego the semester break
between Il semester 2019 — 20 and I semester 202021
(18"June-28" July, 2020) and extend the current semester
till 14" August , 2020. During this period, teaching of
classes on campus (theory and practical both) shali be
conducted to complete the leftover syllabus and the
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practical and final semester examinations of UG/ PG
students shall be completed. The Ist semester, academic
session 2020- 21 shali be compressed/condensed and be
commenced from 16™ August 2020. This semester shall be
compieted by the end of December 2020. This is just a
propocal for consideration which will be subject to the
prevailing pandemic situation at that time.
. - Semester Examination and Evaluation
In case of inevitable conditions posed by COVID-19
pandemic, the university will conduct semester-end |
examinations in online/offline mode, after making a
comprehensive assessment of their level of preparedness,
residential status of the students, status of COVID-19
pandemic spread in different region / state and other
factors. In case the situation does not appear to be normal
in view of COVID-19 and to maintain social distancing,
safety and health of the students, the GPA of the students
could be composite of 50% marks on the basis of the
pattern of internal evaluation (Mid —term, Quiz, Hourly,
Assignment, Viva and Practical record) adopted by the
university and the remaining 50% marks can be awarded
on the basis of performance in previous semester only (if
available). In the situations where previous semester marks
are not available, particularly in the first year, 100%
evaluation will be done on the basis of internal evaluation.
If the student wishes to improve the grades, he/she may
appear in special exams for such subjects during next
semester. This provision is only for the current semester of
academic session 2019-20 due to COVID-19 pandemic
keeping in view the safety and health of all the
stakeholders and sanctity and quality of examinations.

4.  Students PG Research and its Evaluation

e The lockdown and pandemic situation affected the
conduct of experiments which were designed and
planned as a part of Students’ Research Work leading
to the delay in completion of the proposed research
work.

e During the period of lockdown, laboratories will be
maintained by the research staff of the concerned
department on rotation basis, without violating the
norms of “social distancing”. However, the University
will take appropriate measures to allow Ph.D. and
Masters Students to carry out their research work in
nearby research stations/research institutes, Regional
Research Stations, Krishi Vigyan Kendras, with strict
compliance of the guidelines/ directives issued by the
appropriate authorities/ Governments from time to
time. ‘

e It is proposed to conduct the Viva -Foce Examinations
of Ph.D. and M.Sc/ M.Tech. students through Video
Conferencing using any reliable and mutually
convenient technology, WhatsApp mode / Google /
Zoom meet subject to the approval of the concerned
statutory authority of the university in compliance with
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the regulations regarding award of Ph.D./M.Sc./
M.Tech. Degree. While conducting the Viva-Voce
Examination through Video Conferencing using
electronic means, it may be ensured that it will be open
to be attended by members of the Student’s Advisory
Committee, all faculty members of the department,
research scholars and other interested experts/
researchers, besides the Research Guide/Chairperson
and Expert(syExaminer(s), as applicable. The online
Viva-voce may be recorded for any future reference.

e It is also imperative on the part of the university to
maintain due record of the same, including the report
received from Expert(s)/ Examiner(s) appointed for
conducting the same.

e The M.Sc./M.Tech. or Ph.D. students, whose
maximum period for submission of their Thesis
prescribed under relevant rules / regulations of the
concerned universities is expired / expiring during the
Corona pandemic period, may be allowed to submit
their Thesis, including completion of pending
formalities, within six months from the date of expiry
of regular prescribed period. The extension of six
months may also be considered for those students who
are yet to submit their Thesis.

7.The respective advisor has to submit final marks to Dean,
College of Biotechnology, immediately after the
completion of project i.e. 10 weeks from date of start of
project.
8.The project will start form 15" May, 2020 and conclude
on 23" July, 2020.
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As per the Veterinary Council of India (VCI) regulation, a
six menths compulsory rotatory internship programme for
final year students of BYSc&AH has to be conducted on
any government/recognised veterinary hospital for three
months; cattle, buffalo, sheep, goat, equine production farms
for one month, poultry production and management farms
and fisheries unit for one month and Biological products
unit, milk/meat processing plant, zoo/wildlife centre, semen
production unit etc. for one month.

The first three months of the internship programme of final
year students of BVSc&AH programme of College of
Veterinary and Animal Sciences have been completed at
government veterinary hospitals and currently, the training
is going on at LFC and PRTC units of the University. Due to
the COVID-19 lockdown it becomes difficult to send the
students at out stations like Lucknow Zoo; Biological
procducts section, Lucknow; CIRC Meerut and PCDF milk
plant Meerut, though these stations are included in the
Internship schedule of this year.

Therefore it is proposed that the remaining part of
internshiz programme be conducted in the specific
departments/units of the University as per the requirement
of the programime.
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
