The Central Institute of Post Harvest Engineering and Technology (CIPHET)
Ludhiana of ICAR and Sardar Vallabh Bhai Patel University of Agric. and Tech. Meerut
are amongst the premier constituents of the National Agricultural Research System
(NARS) of the country. These organizations undertake teaching, research and extension
activities as per their respective mandates aimed at overall increase in productivity of
Indian Agriculture including food processing sector. Both organizations are engaged in
improving rural economy in order to uplift living standards of the farmers through
improved scientific agriculture, value addition and post harvest technology practices.

The time has come when we need to work in a consortium approach to solve the complex
problems mainly due to socio-economic reasons of Agriculture and Food Processing. Our
University has started an initiative for active collaboration with various ICAR and
academic institutions in the country for PG research. The joint M.Tech. and Ph.D.
research will expose the students to use state- of- art laboratory and real world problem
solving projects.

In order to fully realize the objectives and address respective research priorities through
cooperation and collaboration for achieving the common goals mandated to the two
organizations, this agenda is submitted for granting permission to sign MOU between the
SVBPUA&T Meerut and the CIPHET Ludhiana for PG research and training.

1. The Constitution of the Committee on Students’ Discipline shall be as under:
A- One member of the Board of Faculty of Agriculture.
B- One member of the Board of Faculty of Biotechnology.
C- One member from amongst the Officers of the University.
2. The Committee on Students” Discipline shall be elected annually by ballot by the
Academic Council.

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Agenda-7 Establishment of College of Post Harvest Technology and Food Processing.

The proposal was submitted by Prof. Samsher, Head of the Department
Agricultural Engg. and Food Technology for the approval of Academic Council.

Post harvest and value addition sector has been recognized as one of the high
éihployment potential sectors in Indian economy ("India Vision 2020" document of the
Gol). India is an agro-based country with food grain production exceeding 210 million
tonnes, fruits and vegetable production exceeding 140 million tonnes besides other
products such as spices and condiments, medicinal and aromatic plants, meat and fish,
poultry, milk etc. However, post harvest facilities with state- of- art- technology to handle
and process the agricultural commodities are insufficient. As a result 30-40 per cent of

- the produce is lost every year due to lack of storage/processing and scientific expertise on
post harvest technology. In India, the level of processing has been very low i.e. 2% for
fruits and vegetables, 14% for milk, 4 per cent for fish, and 1 per cent for meat. Overall,
the value addition has also been low at 8 per cent level. By the year 2014-2015, with
expected growth rate of 15-16 per cent, the level of value addition is expected to reach 15
per cent. Therefore, there is vast scope for value addition to agricultural products.

With remarkable increase in agricultural production in India, the availability of
different types of agricultural by-products, wastes and residues have also increased.
These include crop residues, processing by- products, animal refuse and forest biomass. It
is estimated that about 500 million tonnes of such products are annually produced in

India in the form of straw, stalks, husk, cobs, shells, sticks, peels, seeds, stones, fipres etc.

In view of above and in the light of emphasis being given to food processing and

post harvest technology by the state government as well as the central government, the

proposal is submitted for Establishment of College of Post Harvest Technology and Food

Processing at this University.
